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Sing Praise Framlingham.
A musical journey encouraging young people to engage with the story of faith and to encounter God through song.


Sing Praise began life in 2019 with the stated purpose:

· To build on the foundations of daily faith-based school singing through two special weekly sung assemblies in Sir Robert Hitcham C of E VA primary school. 

· To provide a church led after school club, especially in relation to choral singing at the family and festival services.

· The Sing Praise Director would help to forge closer links between the school and church.

Sing Praise meet each Tuesday in term time from 3.30 – 4.30 pm for singing, refreshments and fellowship. Sing Praise has a paid Director who is a music specialist, and we are funded in the main by a generous annual grant from the Ed Sheeran Suffolk Music Fund.

Although we remain true to our founding principles there have been changes to how we work since lockdown. Importantly, unused Sing Praise funding has been used to pay for our Sing Praise Director to be implanted in school for one and a half days a week for the last two years at no cost to the school. She is fully utilised in enhancing and enriching the school music provision across all year groups as singing and its effects on emotional well being are well rehearsed and coming out of Covid it felt that this would be a valuable service to our school and wider community. This funding pot is now nearly exhausted, and the school are exploring possibilities about how to continue to fund the work as its value is gratefully recognised.

Since it began Sing Praise has continued to play an important role in the church monthly all age worship service. Also, since the beginning there has been (outside of Covid) an annual production. The Three Trees (2019), The boy, the mole, the fox and the horse (2022), The Selfish Giant (2023) and in 2024 LoveSong. All of these have had very deep Christian themes and values running through them. The annual production is an important part of our life together.




Developments in Sing Praise 2025/26:

Another busy year in the life of Sing Praise with the number of children participating remaining high in the high 30’s and a waiting list. We were pleased that a number of our year six children transitioned easily into our sister project REVERB. We are aware of a younger age range in Sing Praise at this time and that this brings different challenges, especially with regards to concentration after a long school day. We also reflect the increase in children with neurodiverse needs and work hard to encompass them.

We have continued to take an active part in the monthly All Age Eucharist on the first Sunday of the month, increasing the number of songs we use in each service. It is great to see the support and participation of parents, siblings and grandparents on these occasions which allows for greater cross generational input. Children regularly undertake the readings and lead the prayers with musical input designed to support the theme of the service based on the gospel reading for the day.

We were very pleased to be offered other opportunities during the year to expand the experience of our Children. At Harvest 2024 we joined together with the church choir to perform Rutter’s Look at the world.

In March the diocese held a Growing Younger conference at St Michael’s and we were delighted to be asked to be part of the opening worship. The conference was attended by people from throughout the diocese and the children sang confidently and with much positive feedback

On Easter Sunday the children collaborated with both the adult choir and REVERB to fill the church with sound with a glorious Alleluia introit. 

When the new diocesan Bishop was announced Bishop Joanne spent a day touring the diocese including lunch at St Michael’s so she could meet diocesan clergy and staff. Sing Praise were invited to sing as part of this welcome. It was a lovely occasion, and the children had quite a bit of time chatting with the bishop before she left and presented her with a Sing Praise sweatshirt which she put on. 

In June we had our first of two collaborations with Britten Pears arts when we were invited to record two new songs for the national Friday Afternoon project. The composer and a team from Snape Maltings joined us for the afternoon to record two songs which will be available for other schools across the country to listen to on the Britten-Pears website in preparation for the project later in the year. We sang two songs, one about St Patrick and one about the sinking of the Titanic. The children needed to learn some Irish for this and responded splendidly.

Before we broke for the summer, we were invited to record some Nursery Rhymes for a Suffolk based company. The children worked with conductor Ben Parry and recorded a number of songs. The children were incredibly professional during the recording process and really enjoyed the experience. 

In December the children joined with REVERB to sing with Opus Anglicanum as part of the Wassail. It also saw the children working once again with Shakespearean actor Peter Hamilton-Dyer who we first worked with in 2024 when he narrated LoveSong for us. It was a wonderful occasion, and the children sang with their usual excitement and enthusiasm.

On December 21st, together with REVERB we were invited to take to the stage at Snape Maltings for a performance of the animated children’s film The Snowman. It was the children’s second opportunity to work with conductor Ben Parry and a full orchestra. The performance was sold out and the children experienced singing to 800 people including many of their families. What an occasion!

We kick 2026 with an invitation to renew our acquaintance with Bishop Joanne and sing as part of her enthronement service on January 24th at the Cathedral in Bury St Edmunds. During her visit to St Michael’s in May Bishop Joanne shared with the Children that her favourite song is Feeling Good by Nina Simone and so this is what we will be singing for her on the day.

We will also continue during the year to work with Fraser Wilson who has been commissioned by the church to compose an environmental song cycle – Scorched Earth to Green which we hope will be premiered at Harvest 2026.

Sing Praise 2026

As I reflect on what we have achieved this year I really am very proud of each and every Sing Praiser! 

I see an increase in confidence, better pitch matching, clearer diction, more focus and fewer social issues as the children learn to be part of the same team. 

We have moved at pace this year to fulfil all the commitments we have made to monthly all age worship services, concerts and recording sessions. It has been a whirlwind at times! 

These opportunities have presented themselves and we have taken on many challenges. Offering two songs for most all age services rather than just one. Making sure there are solo or small group singing opportunities. We have had two extremely positive recording sessions. One with Media Tracks and one with Britten Pears. We had two sell out concerts in December and got to be inspired by a live orchestra and the male voices of Opus Anglicanum. Particularly inspiring for the boys in our group. 

We continue to have the stability of the same wonderful volunteer team. This allows for a safe walk over to church from school and we see some lovely intergenerational friendships grow. The team are regularly briefed on any difficulties the children may be having and know through their safeguarding training to share any concerns with myself and Chris as leaders.

Sing Praise has a history of enjoying refreshments. We have generous donations from parents for drinks and biscuits; we have shared hot chocolate at the local sweet shop and even pizza and party food before our wassail concert in December. Offering hospitality in part of ministry at St Michael’s and our children know they will never be hungry!

This will be an exciting year, singing at the cathedral for the first time and collaborating with Fraser Wilson on a new composition. We hope to build on our invitation to work with Britten Pears and Opus Anglicanum. We hope to learn more of songs/hymns and responses used in services too so the children feel even more involved. 

We haven’t advertised for any new recruits for over two years as I have been keen to honour the waiting list and try to deplete it. We can take on as many children as leave to start high school and increasingly Reverb. It is such a joy to know the children have a pathway into Reverb and they can continue their singing and journey through worship. 

We are forever grateful for the support of the PCC and The Sheeran Foundation.

Rector’s Reflection
2025 has been an incredibly busy and vibrant year for Sing Praise. Under the watchful and caring leadership of Catherine Johnson we have seen the choir inspire our worship and be offered opportunities that you will read about more fully in this report. Sing Praise at heart is a family which aims to give the primary aged children of Framlingham an opportunity to sing. Singing is that place in which joy and happiness can find their voice and where emotions can be explored in a safe way. Choral singing teaches children the importance of teamwork, discipline and fun while building confidence, particularly in children who sometimes struggle to find a place to fit in elsewhere. 
Sing Praise is founded on the ethos of welcome, inclusion and kindness – all values that St Michael’s church take seriously as fundamental to Christian faith. Creating a safe environment is very important, we prioritise safeguarding and fully comply with the Church of England safeguarding policies. Our volunteers undergo basic and foundation safeguarding training, and our leaders have leadership level training all provided through the diocese of St Edmundsbury and Ipswich. Ratios of volunteers to children is carefully monitored, especially on the walk between school and church at the start of Sing Praise each week. 
The church building is warm and welcoming and provides drinks and refreshments to settle the children for work. The acoustic in the church and the space available all help to create a place the children feel at home. This is their church, whether they attend or not, and that is a great joy. We use the framework of the Christian year to tell the stories of Jesus and the values of his life in worship. On the first Sunday of each month the children and their families play a prominent role in delivering and enlivening worship. The choice of music underpins the Gospel message for the day, and this puts the children right at the heart of the service as ministers of the sung word. Children read in the service, families lead the prayers as a family unit, and all are welcome at communion – in this way a truly multi-generational service has grown with parents, siblings and grandparents attending and joining in joyfully. This brings a vibrant energy into the life of the whole church and allows the children to play a full and valued role within it. Through Sing Praise families often move from the margins of the church towards the centre and this is a real joy for me and I think the whole church family too.
I am very grateful to Catherine who uses her skills so brilliantly and through her expectations of the children inspires high level musicality. I am also grateful to the Sing Praise volunteers who week by week support this exciting project and as their words in this report show, are inspired by it too. We remain deeply grateful to the support of the Ed Sheeran Suffolk Music Fund whose grant from the beginning has allowed us to offer Sing Praise without cost and therefore ensure it is open to all.

How does Sing Praise disciple young people?

We disciple through inclusivity and welcome. Sing Praise numbers are only limited by resources both human and financial. We do not audition, and children of all abilities and any faith are welcome to join. There is a very clearly stated requirement that Children attend and take part in All Age worship. Our Church building on Tuesday afternoon becomes their home, a space is warm and safe, the Church regard this as an essential element of its mission to children, young families and the local community. Sing praise has a clear commitment to safeguarding and the clear boundaries and expectations are in place to allow everyone to feel at home.

We disciple through music.  Singing is of itself a spiritual experience. The words we sing and use in worship effect who we are and present opportunities to explore life, feelings and faith. In the Christian context and through the services and festivals of the church year we give children the opportunity to explore the story of Jesus and the message he comes to bring in an intentional way. Music, as many who run choirs will know, has the profound ability to disciple people itself in a unique way reflecting the mystical nature of life. This ability of music in discipleship should not be underestimated or overlooked.

We disciple through example. Our sing praise volunteers are in the main church members. Kindness and acceptance are at the heart of our core values, and we seek to shape Sing Praise as a nurturing community both between volunteers and children and peer to peer. We encourage and recognise older children to be watchful and careful of younger children. This might be on the walk from school to church, the mixing of age groups for crafts and games or helping younger members with refreshments. Choral singing itself requires listening to each other, working together and at times allowing others to shine.

We disciple by setting faith in the world. We do this by allowing children to see that God is not restricted to the church or even the sacred, by using secular music in worship we open the eyes of the whole church family to a God who speaks constantly and unrestrainedly in the world and recognised and celebrated more intentionally in the church.

We disciple through belonging and community. Sing Praise is a family, incorporating not only children and volunteers but increasingly parents and siblings, and in some instance grandparents. Through worship the Sing Praise family experiences itself as part of the wider church family, a place to belong and be loved. As relationships build the perceived walls between the Sing Praise Family, the wider church family and the Framlingham community family hopefully dissolve so that each may inform, inspire and cross pollinate the other in an ever-deepening journey of discovery. The children regularly sing at community events and in Mills Meadow care home as part of their understanding of Christian Service.

What Sing Praise say:

As parents, we can really see the value in Sing Praise: in what it brings to the children and families in terms of community, togetherness and also in terms of confidence and wellbeing.  When we moved to Suffolk from Hertfordshire seeking a place to bring up our family, we chose Framlingham based on its sense of community but were well aware of needing to make extra effort to bring our children a range of experiences (especially cultural capital) living in a rural community.  Sing Praise has continued to be a big part of this, giving our two growing children amazing and unique experiences and opportunities, working with top-class musicians and actors on world class stages.  Thank you.

The Sing Praise team are absolutely wonderful and we cannot thank them enough for their continued hard work with this project.  They are central to its success. The addition of Reverb recently has also been inspiring for them; they both now really look up to the older children and we hope that this group will continue to grow as the cohort do.  From our experience in education, we know that too many children drop out of clubs as they get to upper key stage two and start high school, but Reverb will hopefully turn this tide for our children.

When we asked Ines and Roo about Sing Praise and what they thought of it, they were both animated in their responses.  Roo (who is six and has only been attending for a term), talked about how fun it is. We can also see that it helps him immensely with a range of life skills, including concentration and focus.  The singing has also helped to develop the clarity of his speech.

Ines talked really positively of it and spoke about how it has really helped her to be more confident to speak up in class at school.  She said that she didn’t think that she would do that as much as she does now with Sing Praise.  We have really seen her confidence blossom over the past few years; Sing Praise has been integral to this.

Sing Praise and Reverb Choirs with Britten Pears Arts
The Children, Families and Young People department at Britten Pears Arts manages many projects and initiatives to support young people in music, from creating and exploring to performing and recording.
We were delighted to work with the wonderful children and leaders of Sing Praise and Reverb across multiple projects in 2025. These included a recording project for the much-loved Friday Afternoons song bank, as well as an exciting Christmas performance opportunity as part of The Snowman. This saw the choirs perform on the world-famous Snape Maltings Concert Hall stage with a live orchestra.
Over the summer, Catherine Johnson led the learning of not one but two brand-new songs written by composer Jessie Grimes in collaboration with school children in Dublin and Belfast. Sing Praise learned Tale of the Titanic, a poignant and heartfelt telling of a fictional survivor called Mary O’Hale, and Celebrate St Patrick’s Day, a jaunty ode to the patron saint of Ireland. These performances completed the submission of five brand-new songs from across the British and Irish Isles to the Friday Afternoons song bank.
The children learned the melodies and lyrics off book, including some Irish words. They focused well, stood professionally, and performed to a very high standard, accompanied by professional pianist Nathan Williamson and recorded by sound engineer Mike Challis. Despite the presence of recording equipment, the children were calm and confident, quickly understanding the protocols that come with recording, such as staying still, avoiding noise, keeping in time, and following Catherine’s leadership and the accompaniment. It was a big ask on a hot summer day, and they rose to the challenge brilliantly.
The recordings have since been published as the official demonstration tracks for these songs on the Friday Afternoons website. This ensures that choir leaders and teachers can hear how the songs can sound, helping children all over the world to learn them.
Later in the year, Sing Praise and Reverb took part in The Snowman, learning three songs for the performance. They carefully balanced their rehearsal time alongside other Christmas repertoire that term and attended a special rehearsal in the Britten Studio at Snape Maltings in November. This gave them the opportunity to walk on stage and rehearse the songs with support from Britten Pears Arts vocal leader Stephanie Wakeman.
The groups performed superbly on the day. Many shared in the post-performance survey that they had never performed with a live orchestra before and spoke about feeling both nervous and excited to sing on stage in front of such a large audience. We hope they had a truly memorable experience, and we know how special it was for families to watch. I certainly shed a tear or two from the side of the stage.
We look forward to continuing our relationship with the wonderful Sing Praise and Reverb youth choirs at Britten Pears Arts, and to future opportunities in 2026 and beyond. We are excited to continue this collaboration and our shared mission to ignite a lifelong love of music and singing in all the young people we work with.

They managed to record seven tracks in various formats and were great unto work with.

For this, they performed three songs, including the famous “Walking in the Air” section of The Snowman film. Again, their professionalism shone through in the performances, which were very well received by the sold-out audience.
